When Breath becomes air. By Paul Kalanithi

SN Most terminally ill patients and their families are interested in
discussing end-of-life issues with their physician. They expect
their physician to initiate an end-of-life dialogue. However, this is often not the
case. The majority of discussions never go beyond that narrow focus of medical
issues such as resuscitation, leaving the crucial concerns such as fears about
dying, understanding prognosis, achieving important end-of-life goals, and

attending to physical needs - unanswered.

This became abundantly clear to Paul Kalanithi when he found himself
transitioning from neurosurgeon to dying patient. He wrote this memoir about the

experience in a book entitled When Breath becomes air. It is part of the UMW
reading program under the category Nurturing for community.

In 2013 he is diagnosed with terminal lung cancer despite never having smoked.
He was in his mid-thirties and just wrapping up his medical residency in
neurosurgery when a CT scan revealed tumors throughout his body. He had
stage 4 metastatic lung cancer.

One of the most poignant scenes in the book is where his doctor vaguely
describes to Paul what his X-rays reveal. All the while Paul has already reviewed
them and as a surgeon knows exactly what is going on. In his mind he questions
why the doctor is saying what he is but realizes in all truthfulness that he had
taken the same approach with patients glazing over what is really of importance
to them.

As he tells his story, he shares his ideas on how to approach death with grace
and what it means to be fully alive. Having goals to accomplish before death was
an extreme necessity to him. Writing his memoir was meaningful to him
personally. As child he had wanted to become a writer, so the book fulfilled a
childhood dream, but more importantly it allowed his readers, especially doctors,
to gain such insight on the process of dying.

In his last two years of life, he continued caring for patients long after his
colleagues felt he should quit, eventually giving it up so he could reserve his
strength for personal goals.

Throughout his ordeal his wife, Lucy, plays a large role. He met her in med
school and they had always wanted children. Thanks to the drug Tarceva his
cancer stabilized, and he was able to accomplish some goals. The decision to go
ahead and have a child was much more difficult for him than Lucy and is an
interesting part of the story. Lucy and he had a beautiful girl named Cady, who
added much meaning to his remaining life and legacy. He died March 9, 2015.
He was 37 years old.
